Our class read the poem “Mulga Bill’s Bicycle” 
by Banjo Paterson and the well known song 
“Waltzing Matilda” also by Banjo Paterson. We 
have also seen paintings of life in early          
Australia where people were doing everyday 
things. "Down on his Luck” by Fredrick McCubbin 
was a painting that we looked at and drew our 
own    interpretation of it. 
Some facts learned are: 
 the first fleet had 11 ships 
 the second fleet got stuck in a storm and 

nearly didn’t make it to Australia 
 the convicts built the roads and towns 
 the first fleet landed at Port Jackson  
 because farming was too difficult at Botany 
 Bay.
