Kids Matters 
 

Belonging and Connectedness Improves   Mental 
Health and Learning. 
 

All children need to feel that their world is a safe 
place where people will care about them, where 
their needs for support, respect and friendship will 
be met, and where they will be able to get help to 
work out any problems. When these needs are 
met children develop a sense of belonging. 
 

A sense of belonging has been found to help   
protect children against mental health problems 
and improve their learning. Children who feel that 
they belong are happier, more relaxed and have 
fewer behavioural problems than others. They are 
also more motivated and more successful     
learners. 
 

Being connected is about knowing you can seek 
support when you need it, that you will be        
listened to, and that you can work together with 
staff to help your child learn and develop.        
Support may come from talking with staff or from 
making connections with other families.       
Sometimes you might be feeling that things are 
going well, but just want to have a general chat 
about your child. 
 

Being connected helps keep parents and carers 
informed. Parents and carers are better able to 
support their children’s early learning experiences 
when they are informed about what their children 
are learning and doing at their early childhood 
service.  
 

Belonging is important for all children, no matter 
what age. 
 

 In young children, feeling included creates a 
sense of safety and belonging. When families and 
early childhood services work together, children 
have the opportunity to build relationship skills 
and relationships for life. 
  
For older kids, families and teachers can making 
sure the necessary ingredients are present to 
help children feel a sense of belonging at school. 
It is also important for parents to feel comfortable 
connecting at school and with the school        
community. Making the effort to take small,     
conscious steps to build a positive school      
community increases engagement and positive 
wellbeing outcomes for parents and children,   
positively impacting learning outcomes for       
students. 
 

 Taking opportunities to get to know other       
families, finding out how to support children’s 
learning and getting involved in activities can help 
you feel a sense of belonging and connectedness 
to your early childhood service which will help 
your child’s mental health and learning.
